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EIGHT BELLS
Dean Stevens 1923 - 2010

He was a wooden boat builder, sailor, carpenter and house builder , Mendocino character

and friend to many.

Dean was born on the Snake River in Blackfoot Idaho — the same town that Lyle Hess the
well-known boat designer of the Bristol Channel Cutters.

In 1941 Dean joined the marines and became a radio operator and Japanese code breaker.
He also was injured in Guadalcanal during his duty. After the war Dean and Mabel, his first

wife, went back to Idaho and Dean apprenticed as a furniture maker.

In 1953 the family moved to Alameda and Dean and was now working as a finish carpenter. While living in

Alameda he became interested in boat building. His first project

was the Fair Dinky, an 18ft sloop.

His next boat was a 33 ft gaff rigged ketch, the Charity The
Charitywvas a one-and-one half year project and when completed he
and his family, including wife and four children, moved aboard. The
family spent the next ten years sailing up and down the west coast
including Mexico and Hawaii. Dean supported is family by building
boats for others along the way. Stan Halvorsen had the opportunity
to sail with Dean in San Francisco in the mid 1960’ after working

with him on the Balclutha.

Selby Drew and Dean Stevens, 1999

In 1971 Dean moved to Fort Bragg and started Abalobadiathe boat
building school north of Cleone. This is where he built the Felluca,
Méatilda D This boat was built for the San Francisco Maritime Museum.
The Matilda Bvas named for the wife of Harry Dring — the current man-
ager of the ship BalcluthaAlso at Abalobadiah he built the Samuel Hall

In 1990s Dean and Selby Drew, a former Chief of the Coast Guard

station and the first harbor master for the new Noyo harbort, built two
15ft Whitehalls constructed of maghoney on oak frames.

Dean also worked with Howard Makala in the eatly construction stage
of the L&pg, a 40ft Alden schoonet.

During his career he also built a 39ft Pinky Schooner, Relianaad
framed up a 74ft schooner.

In addition to being a master craftsman, Dean was a master of words.
He has written a couple of novels and short stories along the way. A favorite

of his is Clak axdMr Dag The story is about a prospector and his Airedale
dog. Dean was always accompanied with his beloved dog, Pup
